Eligible Participants: 
This contest is open to all residents living within Swain County.
Categories for entries:
1. Middle School (Age 11-14)  
2. High School (Age 15-17) 
3. Adult  (Age 18+)

Language: All entries must be in English.

Entry Limit: An entrant may enter no more than one (1) entry.
Entry Fee: None

Deadline: All entries must be received between January 4, 2010 and April 5, 2010. Winners will be announced with awards being presented at the Swain County Center for the Arts, on May 1, 2010 at 7:00 PM during the “Storytellers – An Evening of Folk Tales” event.

Judging: Entries will be judged by a panel of judges, including teachers, librarians, published writers, publishers, and editors. All entrants will receive feedback from the first-round judging panel, with the finalists moving to a secondary judging panel.

GUIDELINES FOR SUBMISSIONS

Nothing profane, sexually explicit, or libelous will be accepted.

Middle School Category / High School Category 

Folk Tale (fiction)

• Maximum length: 750 words

• All genres will be considered.

Folk Tale (non-fiction)

• Maximum length: 1000 words

• All genres will be considered.

GENERAL SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

• Submissions must be TYPED and saved in a MS Word (.doc) or .rtf file.

• Individual (ONE) Entry Form must be used per entry. An electronic version of the Entry Form is available at:

• Each entrant will include short biography, and, information on his/her knowledge of folk tales, folklore, myths and legends. This biography can be as an attachment to the entry, or, sent as a separate item.

• Deadline for entries is MIDNIGHT (Eastern Time, North America), April 5, 2010.
• “Psalms of the South” Preservation Society, Ltd reserves the right to cancel the contest, at its sole discretion, if there are not enough entries to merit judging.
• Any entry received without a completed Entry Form will not be considered as valid entries.
• Contest entry grants a one-time, non-exclusive print and electronic right for “Psalms of the South…” to publish the entrant’s submission, biography, and folk tale on the “Psalms of the South…” website. Entrants retain the copyright to their individual work.

PRIZES

• Winners will be notified on April 26, 2010 
• The first-prize winner in each school category and will receive $100 cash.
• The second-prize winner in each category will receive $50 cash.

• The third-prize winner in each category will receive $25 cash.

• Judges’ Choice Awards may also be given. Judges’ Choice Award winners will receive certificates.

• 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each category: Middle School Folk Tale, High School Folk Tale, Adult Folk Tale, will be published in a “Psalms of the South…” Folk Tales e-book.
